60.4  Any question submitted less than 24 hours before the Ordinary
meeting will be answered at that Ordinary meeting if possible and, if no
answer can be given, then a written answer will be gieetine person
asking the question as soon as practicable after the Ordinary meeting.

60.5 No person may submit more than two questions at any Ordinary
meeting unless permitted by the Chairperson, in his or her absolute
discretion.

6. Council in its capacity as Trust Member is accountable for the wellbeing and
ongoing activities of the above named Cemgt&rusts to the Minister for
Health, but ultimately to the community and other stakeholders as a whole.

7. Council in its capacity as Trust Member is responsible for proper and efficient
management and maintenance of the cemeteries.
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Opinion:

Council 6s Mayor is principal spokesperson
civic and ceremonial duties of the office of Mayor, and Chairperson for Council

meetings. Likewise, the Deputy Mayor assumes these responsibilities in the absence of

the Mayor.

Further, Council in its capacity as Trust
Mayor (in the absence of the Mayor) are accountable to stakeholders and the

community and should be seen to be representing Council in an equitable manner for

both decision making bodies, not only for Council in its own right, but also for

Council as Trust Member of the respective Cemetery Trusts.

Council 6s CEO is responsible for supporti
Mayords rol e as MargpenaontodanChairpessonafpCoumdil mt a t
its capacity as Trust Member is, in my view, sending the wrong message to the

community and other stakeholders from an image and reputational perspective vis a

vis Council in its own right. In other words, the Caatery Trusts are considered to

be of lesser importance from a community and stakeholder, governance and

operational perspective.

In addition, the succession of Chairperson to any future Mayor and Deputy Mayor (in
the absence of the Mayor) will likely reman perpetuity whilst Council is a sole

Trust Member (rather than the need to appoint particular individuals) and be a more
efficient and effective policy going forward.
