The Proposal

This application proposes to subdivide the land into five lots in accordance with Plan
of Subdivision prepared by Southern Surveys Pty Ltd, Ref 19013, Version 4. The
decision plans are provided as Attachment one and are detailed below:

The five lots range from 604m2 to 657m2 in area and are accessed to the north of
the site and is accessed\a common property access way.
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The land creates additional common property shown on the plan of subdivision as
ocommon property 26 which allows for an
arrangements for lots 1D and 1E.

The proposal also includes a splay on the entrance to the common property from
Carew Street set aside for road reserve and shown as R1 on the Plan of Subdivision.

No street trees are proposed to be removed to gain access to any lot.
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Background

Following is a description of the subject site and other relevant information pertaining
to the allotment.

SiteDimensions and Area The land is a corner allotment on the corner of
Carew Street and Trawler Drive. The land is
irregular in shape.

The land is a total of 3185m2 in area.

Site Frontage The land has a frontage to Carew Street via a
common property accesthat is 7.97m.

The site has a depth of 82.39m (independent of t
common property) and a width that varies betweg
46.68m and 50.29m

Topography The land can be described as being essentially fl

Significant views are to the south to the coastline
and b the north to the farmland in the distance.

Vegetation Cover The site is clear of vegetation.

Current Use and Developmen{ The site is currently vacant and forms one of 2 la
lots with access via common property.

Easements The land contains two (2asements. One
easement is 2.5m wide and traverses the southel
boundary. The other crosses diagonally in the
north-west corner of the land.

Subject Site

The subject site is located on the north side of the Bass Highway, on Carew Street,
approximately 100 metres north of the Highway.

The land is irregular in shape and is situated on the corner of Carew Street and
Trawler Drive. The land has aess to Carew Street via a common property
arrangement shared with the land to the east, known as Lot 2 on CS1600X, more
commonly referred to as 8B Carew Street. The common property has a width of
7.97m.

The subject land has a width ranging from 34.11rd6x68m and a depth of 82.39m.
The land has a site area of 3185 square metres.

The land is currently vacant land and is accessed by a gravel driveway which forms a
common property access with the land to the east. The site contains no vegetation
and contans no buildings. The land is relatively flat.
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The subject land contains no covenants or restrictions registered on title to the land.
The subject land does however contain two (2) easements. EasemkrshBwn on

the Plan of Subdivision is 2.5m in widthd is set apart for the purpose of drainage
and sewerage. Easemenfis 2m in width, crosses the north western corner of the
land and is set apart for the purpose of drainage and sewerage

Surrounds

The land abuts land two residential propertie® Trawler Drive and 8
Clipper Court. Timber fences along the length of the two properties
join the common property driveway. Each allotment contains a single
detached dwelling with associated wahtbuildings and landscaping.

3547, 3549, 3551, 3553 and 3555 Bass Highway, abut the property to
the south. Each allotment is approximately 800m2 in area. 3555 Bass
Highway is a vacant allotment with 3547, 3549, 3551 and 3553 having
singledetached dwellings which are generally positioned far south on
the allotment and focussed to maximise southerly views. Backyards are
generally informal, undeveloped and unscreened. Kilcunda commercial
area is located south west of the subject site.

8B Carew Street, Kilcunda adjoins the subject site to the west. The lot
contains a dwelling and a common property driveway connecting to
Carew Street, Kilcunda commercial centre is located further west of
the subject site along Bass Highway.

2, 2a, 4 and 6 Carew Street, Kilcunda, abuts the property to the east.
Number 2 and 2a have been developed for a dual occupancy
development. Number 4 and 6 contains a dwelling, an outbuilding and
some weHestablished scattered vegetation.
